AN ORDINANCE OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOBART, INDIANA, 

AMENDING THE HOBART MUNICIPAL CODE 

CONCERNING FISHING FROM BRIDGES 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Hobart now desires to amend the Municipal Code of the City of Hobart, Indiana to modify one of the provisions in Section 130 concerning fishing from the Third Street Bridge to expand the restrictions to include all bridges and dams within the corporate boundaries of the City of Hobart;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Hobart, Indiana as follows:

Section 1.  Section 130.03 of the City of Hobart Municipal Code is amended to read in its entirety as follows:  
§  130.03:  FISHING FROM ANY BRIDGES OR DAMS
It is unlawful for any person to fish from any bridge or dam within the corporate 

boundaries of the City of Hobart.  It is unlawful to stand on any bridge or dam and lower

any lines, ropes or wires into the water beneath the same with any hooks attached thereto.

Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage by the Common Council and approval by the Mayor.
