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ORDINANCE NO.   2008-57

AN ORDINANCE OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOBART, INDIANA, 

AMENDING THE HOBART MUNICIPAL CODE  

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Hobart did adopt Ordinance 2008-14 (as Amended) on July 2, 2008, the “City of Hobart Municipal Code”, as published by the American Legal Publishing Corporation as the codification of the permanent and general ordinances of the City of Hobart, Indiana; and 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Hobart now desires to amend the City of Hobart Municipal Code to modify certain provisions within the City of Hobart Municipal Code and to delete certain provisions or references that are no longer in effect;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Hobart, Indiana as follows:

Section 1.  § 31.003 (B)(1) of the City of Hobart Municipal Code is amended to add the phrase “or his qualified designee” to the City Engineer membership on the Board of Sanitary Commissioners and heretofore will read in its entirety as follows:  

     § 31.003  Board of Sanitary Commissioners.

(B) (1)  One of the 3 members shall be the city’s Engineer of the City of Hobart or his qualified designee.  The other 2 members of the Board of Sanitary Commissioners to be appointed by the Mayor of the City of Hobart.

Section 2.  § 32.35 Unsafe Building Fund of the City of Hobart Municipal Code is removed in its entirety as the fund has not existed in the City of Hobart financial records for a period of more than 15 years and no revenues or expenditures are found to have been earmarked for this fund.

Section 3.  § 32.39 Emergency Services Building Fund of the City of Hobart Municipal Code is removed in its entirety as the fund has not existed in the City of Hobart financial records since the completion of the Colorado Street Fire Station.

Section 4.  § 72.01 of the City of Hobart Municipal Code is amended to add the phrase “except on the south side of 4th Street from Main Street west to the lakefront alleyway” and heretofore will read in its entirety as follows:

     § 72.01  Angle Parking Prohibited.

There shall be no angle parking on any of the streets of the city except on the south side of 4th Street from Main Street west to the lakefront alleyway.

Section 5.   § 72.08 through § 72.11 regarding Parking Permits be removed in their entirety as the City of Hobart no longer issues or requires parking permits. 

Section 6.   § 31.001 (D)(1) establishing the Civil Defense Organization Board is removed in its entirety as this board is not now organized and the Indiana Code regarding the organization of this board was repealed in 2003.   The boards established under §31.001(D)(2) Cemetery Board and §31.001(D)(3) Scouting Board will remain as stated in the City of Hobart Municipal Code.

Section 7.   § 152.024 (A) regarding stormwater appeals is amended to replace the Board of Public Works and Safety with the Board of Sanitary Commissioners as the Stormwater Appeals Committee and heretofore will read in its entirety as follows:

     § 152.024  Appeals.

(A) The Board of Sanitary Commissioners shall function as the Stormwater Appeals Committee and shall be charged with addressing appeals related to violations, permits and other matters under this chapter.

Section 8.   § 152.024 (C) regarding the Stormwater Appeals Committee is amended to replace the phrase “regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Public Works and Safety” with the phrase “regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Sanitary Commissioners” in the first sentence of this section.

Section 9.  That the following definitions be added to § 152.001 Definitions in the Stormwater Management Chapter of the Hobart Municipal Code where appropriate in alphabetical order:


BOARD.  Board of Sanitary Commissioners.


DEPARTMENT.  Department of Stormwater Management.


DISTRICT.  Corporate boundaries of the City of Hobart.

Section 10.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage by the Common Council and approval by the Mayor.
